approve the mounting if the mounting involves any change or modification of the methods
of attachment.

Records. Each owner of a cargo tank must retain at its principal place of business all
records of repair, modification, stretching, or rebarrelling made to each cargo tank during
the time the cargo tank is in service and for one year thereafter. Copies of these records
must be retained by a motor carrier, who is not the owner of the cargo tank, at its principal
place of business during the period the cargo tank is in the carrier's service. The seller of a
specification cargo tank shall provide the purchaser a copy of the cargo tank Certificate of
Compliance, and all repair, inspection and test reports upon sale as an MC or DOT cargo
tank.

Training Requirements:

There are no training requirements for this regulation.

Maintenance and Review

If cargo tank repairs, modifications or rebarrelling is required, owners or operators should require
documentation from repair facilities that they meet U.S. DOT and National Board requirements
prior to contracting for cargo tank repair services. After such services are completed, the cargo
tank owner or operator should ensure that records and cargo tank marking requirements are met
by the repair facility as part of the acceptance of delivery of the repaired, modified or rebarrelled
cargo tank.
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
